A    Assembly

l The product may only be soldered by trained professionals.

B    Application

l The product is exclusively intended for installation in electronic equipment or similar devices.

l The product is not intended for use in medical applications.

l The product is not intended for use in potentially explosive or flammable environments.

l The product is not intended for use as climbing aids. Attention electrical hazards.

C    Operation

l Children must be supervised to ensure that they do not play with the product.

l Ensure that the contact surfaces are dry before plugging in.

l Product surfaces may cause burns at elevated ambient temperatures. Ensure the use of

 appropriate protective equipment.
